Re: Discussion of April Agenda Items

Water Trustees

Fluoride Removal Petition

We have been notified that an individual has requested a petition form from the
Secretary of State to remove fluoride from our drinking water. The next available
vote opportunity must coincide with the next Governor election, which takes place in
November 2018. In order for the petition to get on the ballot, signatures totaling 10%
of the last Governor election must be collected. That equates to 969 in Auburn.
Because we serve portions of Poland, the same rules apply there. Poland needs
272 signatures. The completed petition must be submitted to the State by July 2018.
Only water customers can vote on the removal.

This issue is complicated because we have a joint treatment facility with Lewiston.
Separating fluoride from the Auburn system would require extensive capital upgrades
and additional treatment, as fluoride raises the pH. We are working with the Maine
Drinking Water Program to get some guidance.

Project Planning

We have ordered materials for the Lake Street Water Main Replacement Project, and
will be starting soon. We plan to have this project completed by the end of June.
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Lead Sampling Update

We have now collected 43 of the 60 necessary lead samples from residents. 3 have
not passed. We can only afford two more failures in the remaining samples to allow
us to return to compliance monitoring.

Trustee Education

As time allows, we would like to present information on the history of our meter
reading program, and how we have taken advantage of technology to save time and
improve efficiency. There will also be discussion about a minor change that will be
required moving forward. This item was to be discussed at the last meeting, but it
was postponed due to time constraints.

Sewer Trustees

CSO #005

The Festival Plaza CSO was re-opened last fall in response to overflows that
occurred during large rain events. Through recent correspondences with Matt Riley,
DEP CSO coordinator, we will be re-licensing the CSO in order to avoid future
violations of our discharge permit. Part of re-licensing will involve a plan for how we
will address its closure. We plan to use a new flow monitoring device called an ADS
ECHO in order to discover sources of storm water inflow up stream of the CSO. The
potential purchase of two ADS ECHOs will be discussed at the meeting.

Project Update

The Cook Street Sewer Relining Project began on April 10. The crews have been
busy locating dead-end sewer lines and installing manholes in preparation for the
lining project.

Communications Plan

In response to recent negative press, we will be developing a Communications Plan
for both Districts. The first part of the plan will involve contacting the Sun Journal to
publish stories (hopefully a series) about the Districts. The second part will be a new
Facebook page that will used as a clearing house of information. The American

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March 22, 2017

The regular monthly meeting of the Trustees of the Auburn Water District was held at the office of the Auburn
Water District, 268 Court Street, on Wednesday March 22, 2017 at 4:00pm.

Members present: Dan Bilodeau, Robert Cavanagh, Preston Chapman, Tizz Crowley (Treasurer) K. C. Geiger
(President), Mary Sylvester and Andrew Titus (Mayor’s Representative). Also present: Sid Hazelton,
Superintendent and Greg Leighton of Maine Water Company.

Absent; Mike Broadbent, Assistant Superintendent

Mary Sylvester and Dan Bilodeau were introduced and welcomed as new members to the Board of Trustees.

On motion of K C Geiger, seconded by Tizz Crowley, it was voted: To accept the minutes of

the Regular Meeting of February 22, 2017 as amended. Mary Sylvester and Dan Bilodeau abstained from the
vote.

FINANCIAL REPORT UPDATE - Greg Leighton explained the budget variance. The budget is calculated by a
total budgeted amount divided by 12. Work is slower in the winter months. Several requests were made: -

Andrew Titus would like to see the capital projects separated out on a monthly budget report.
Tizz Crowley requested a report on fire protection revenue for the past 10 years as part of next month’s agenda.

Tizz Crowley requested a copy of the Lewiston Auburn Watershed Protection Commission (LAWPC) Interlocal
Agreement to be included in next month’s agenda.

Tizz Crowley requested that key employees do not ride share.
Andrew Titus requested that payables be graphed by budget item.

Dan Bilodeau requested a comparison of the Auburn Water District to other water utilities. Greg Leighton can
provide a cluster analysis of water utilities.

OPEN SESSION - As no one from the public was in attendance, the Open Session was closed.

RATIFY PAYMENT OF BILLS

On motion of Preston Chapman, seconded by Robert Cavanagh, it was unanimously voted: To ratify the
payment of bills in the amount of $293,406.61 as shown on the printout dated February 11, 2017 — March
10, 2017.

Tizz Crowley raised concern with regards to Auburn Water District staff working on LAWPC issues.
Superintendent Hazelton assured the Trustees that all labor is charged accordingly.

The District has two appointees on the LAWPC. The forms and appointment process will be included in next

month’s agenda.

ACTIVITY REPORT - The February activity report was presented by Superintendent Hazelton. The City
notification process for public meetings is not reaching constituents. If the Auburn Water District is aware of a public
meeting conducted by the City, it was suggested that the Trustees be notified.
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NEW BUSINESS

NEW RATE FILING UPDATE -The new water rate was effective March 1, 2017.

PROJECT PLANNING UPDATE — The Lake Street project is to start between Davis Avene and Gamage Avenue
and will then move on from Haskell Street to Shepley Street. Cook Street is scheduled to begin around July 1%.
The District will be doing some work on Hampshire Street in conjunction with work being done by the City.
The District would like to replace 4 to 5 miles of water main a year, but do not have the funding. The rate increase
will allow for a little over a mile of water main replacement this year.
The cement lining of water mains will probably not be considered for future pipe rehab as it does not improve the
structural integrity of the pipe.

ISO (INTERNATIONAL STANDARD ORGANIZATION) REPORT - This report is published every ten years
and measures fire protection systems on :

1. Adequacy of fire department

2. Availability of fire hydrants

Auburn’s rating went from 3 to 2, with 1 being the best. Fire protection insurance should be good which a big
advantage for home owners.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS —-K C Geiger is willing to continue as President and Tizz Crowley as Treasurer.

LEAD TESTING - Auburn’s final round of testing is to be completed in July, 2017. Tizz Crowley would like to see
a press release on the District’s lead testing and how our situation differs from Flint, Michigan.

SALARY SURVEY - The District received a proposal from Donald Tyler of Human Resource Partners, LLC.. All
local Water & Sewer Districts use this one company. Tizz Crowley expressed the importance of conducting a salary
survey every 4 to 5 years. K C Geiger suggested the District put off the survey until next year. Mary Sylvester would
like to ensure that total compensation be calculated in along with the salary

On motion of Dan Bilodeau, seconded by Tizz Crowley, it was voted: To table the proposed salary survey and
review the previous survey at the next meeting.

COLLECTION OF PAST DUE BILLS - The graph shows a good trend in the reduction of past due bills. Andrew
Titus requested that a copy of the District’s Terms and Conditions and SOP for the collection process be emailed to
him. Other trustees also showed an interest in receiving this information.

THIS AGREEMENT IS ENTERED INTQ as of the 19th day
of Midy, 1993, by and between the Trustees of the Auburn
Water District ("Auburn Water District") and the City of
Lewiston ("Lewisteon")for the purpose of assuring the

protecticon and control cof the Watershed of Lake Auburn.
WITNESSETH THAT:

public drinking water supply for the Cities of Lewiston

Watershed are located in the City of Auburn; and

WHEREAS, land uses and activities within any part
of the Watershed could have an effect on the Watershed
and on the purity of the water within Lake Auburn, with
a corresponding effect on the drinking water supply of

the Cities of Auburn and Lewiston; and




WHEREAS, the United States Environmental Protection
Agency has published rules and regulations, pursuant to
the Safe Drinking Water Act, requiring all public
drinking water supplies from surface waters to be
filtered, and each of the Auburn Water District and
City of Lewiston has filed £for an exception to the

interests of the citizens of all of the affected
political subdivisions, and in order to provide an
effective mechanism for cooperation of the local
governmental entities involved in order to avoid

uneconomic duplication of effort and unilateral action



by any political subdivisicn.

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority granted
by law, and in consideration of their mutual
undertakings set forth herein, the parties hereby agree

as follows:

1. Land Transactions. Auburn Water District
("AWD") agrees to sell to the City of Lewiston
("Lewiston™), and Lewiston agrees to purchase, an

undivided One-Half interest in all watershed land held
on February 26, 1992, a schedule of said lands being
attached hereto and incorporated herein as E£xhibit A,
in exchange for payment at closing of $750,000. AWD
and Lewiston will simultaneously convey the properties
to a new watershed protection entity at closing, as
herein described. The <closing will take place on or
before Eé;$~é%q 1993. At closing, AWD will alsoc convey
the Blake, Auger and spisvert Properties to the
watershed protection entity. Lewiston will pay the sum
of $31,800 in cash into the watershed protection entity
as capital at closing. Lewiston will also convey the
Pittman and Koether (bought in June of 1991) properties
at closing. Lewiston shall be entitled to reserve and
retain any buildings or structures on the land to be
conveyed to the Commission pursuant to this agreement.

If either party beccmes aware of additional watershed



land beccming available before closing, it shall notify
the other party and, if the parties agree, the property
shall be purchased jointly,with all such properties to
be conveved at closing to the new entity. After

closing, the new entity will acguire available

properties.

2. Timber Harvesting. AWD reserves the right

after cleosing te harvest timber yielding up to $100,000
income, from the properties it <conveys to Lewiston or
directly to the new entity, through June 30, 2003, and
to retain the income, but nect in excess of $100,000.
Lewiston likewise reserves the right to harvest timber
from the properties owned by Lewiston prior to closing
for the same period o¢f time. Thereafter all timber
harvesting income shall belong to the new entity. All
timber harvesting by either party shall be carried out
under the direction and supervision of a duly qualified
forester in accordance with the timber harvesting plan
dated June 18, 1988, prepared by Rene D. Noel, Jr.,
ACF, and in accordance with the Mandatory Shoreland
Zzoning Act, 38 M.R.S.A. § 435 et seq., the Natural
Resources Protection Act, 38 M.R.S.A. § 480-A et seq.,
the City of Auburn Phosphorous Control Ordinance, and
the recommendations set forth in Best Management
Practices by the Maine State Forestry Service, in order

to preserve and protect the watershed and Lake Auburn



while maintaining a sound growth of trees and
vegetation. AWD covenants and agrees that it will not
increase the amount of timber cut prior to closing over
the amount of normal cutting that wculd have been

conducted absent this agreement.

3. Transfer of Existing Water Main. Good and

marketable title to the approximately 2,700 feet of 247
cast iron pipe and approximately 8,000 feet of 20" cast
iron pipe laid in 1803 f£from Lake Auburn tec the
intersection of Center Street and Lake Auburn Avenue
(the "main"), together with such easement(s} or other

rights possessed by AWD as may be required in order for

Lewiston to own, maintain, improve, repair and replace
the main in its then location, will be transferred
from AWD toc Lewiston at <closing. The main will be

leased back to AWD at closing for $1.00 per year for
ten (10) years, subject to AWD’s obligation to maintain
the pipe in the same condition it was in at the
closing, reasonable wear and tear excepted, during the
lease and subject to termination of the lease by
Lewiston upon six months written notice if Lewiston
needs to draw water from the main to meet demand or to
satisfy SDWA exemption conditions. 1If the lease is
canceled, AWD will continue to be entitled to share use
of up to 25% of the capacity of the main for the

balance of the original ten-year term, by drawing water










and the Superintendent of the Auburn Water District.

7. Binding Effect. This Agreement is binding on

the parties and their respective successors and
assigns, and the <covenants and undertakings of the

parties herein shall survive the closing.

8. Amendment. This Agreement may not be amended
except by a written instrument validly entered into and

executed as provided herein for the execution cf this

Agreement initially.

9. Severability and Enforcement. It is intended

that this Agreement be enforced fully and in accordance
with its terms, specifically including the right to
specific performance. If and to the extent that any
term or prevision of this Agreement is found to be void
or unenforceable by a <court of competent furisdicticn,
then it is the intent of the parties that the Agreement
be reformed if possible in order to «carry out its
purposes and that any other provisions remain in full
force and effect as severed from the wvoid or
unenforceable provisions hereof. This Agreement shall

be interpreted and construed sc as to achieve its

purposes.

10. Condition Precedent. This agreement is




subject to its review by the federal or state
regqulatory entity having responsibility for the
administration of the surface water treatment rule of
the Safewater Drinking Act and a determination by that
entity that the provisions of this agreement and the
exhibits attached hereto are sufficient and adeguate to
support the application of each party for an exception
to filtration under said rule and is in compliance with
the terms of any compliance agreement and order between
each partv and said entity. In the event that said
determinatiocn is not made prior to the date of closing,

this agreement is void and of no force or effect.

11. Provision ¢f documents and information. Each

party shall make available to the other, within thirty
days after the date of this agreement and upon reguest,
all information and documentation in possession of that
party relating to title to the land to be conveyed by
that party pursuant to this agreement, including title

certifications, abstracts, notes, opinions, surveys and

deeds.

12. Expenses cof closing. Each party shall bear

its own expenses in connection with closing.

13. Compliance agreement and order, Each party

shall propose incorporation into any compliance

agreement and order with the Department of Human
Services and the Environmental ©Protection Agency, @&
prevision requiring each party to comply with the
provisions of £xhibit B in order to maintain an

exception to filtration.

14, Risk of Loss. Risk of loss pricr to closing

shall be on the seller.
