











August 16, 2022

The regular monthly meeting of the Trustees of the Auburn Sewerage District was held in
person at the Auburn Sewerage District office at 268 Court Street on Tuesday August 16,
2022 at 4:00 PM.

Members present: Robert Cavanagh , Charles Sheehan (Treasurer), Stephen Ness
(President), Raymond Fortier, Thomas Moulin and Stephen Milks, Mayor’s
Representative. Also present: Sid Hazelton, Superintendent, Michael Broadbent,
Assistant Superintendent and Tanya Dunn, Finance Manager.

On motion of Stephen Milks, seconded by Charles Sheehan, it was unanimously
voted: To suspend the rules to move Agenda item # 5 to the beginning of the
meeting and to change the wording from personnel matter to legal matter.

On motion of Stephen Milks seconded by Charles Sheehan it was unanimously voted:

To add an Executive Session in accordance with 1 M.S.R.A. § 405 (6) (E)
to discuss a legal matter.

The meeting came out of Executive Session.

On motion of Stephen Milks, seconded by Charles Sheehan, it was unanimously
voted: To engage Eaton & Peabody to handle a legal matter.

On motion of Charles Sheehan, seconded by Raymond Fortier, it was unanimously
voted: To approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of July 19, 2022.

FINANCIAL REPORT - Revenues are favorable $50,000 helping to offset the
$77,000 variance in expenses. The cash on hand is at $1.7 million. Bond payments are
due next month. The Maine State Housing Assistance Program will be in effect October
1. We will notify qualified customers who can apply for assistance.

RATIFY PAYMENT OF BILLS

On motion of Robert Cavanagh, seconded by Charles Sheehan, it was unanimously
voted: To ratify the payment of bills in the amount of $350,483.11 dated July 1,
2022-July 31, 2022.

OPEN SESSION - As no one from the public was in attendance, the Open Session was
closed.

ACTIVITY REPORT - The crew will be installing manholes on Fairview Avenue to
provide access for cleaning and maintenance. The new Dockside pump in Poland is
running well. The recent rain storm caused an overflow on the by-pass line. This event
was considered a 10-year storm. We are maintaining 1-year storm events.

NEW BUSINESS

PROJECT UPDATES - The big push has been to adjust manholes in preparation of
paving on several City streets. The Burns main replacement is complete. The City would
like to study the possibility of extending utilities to outer Broad St. and outer South Main
St. which will be funded by the City.
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LAWPCA APPORTIONMENT & FINANCIALS - The LAWPCA board voted to
change the apportionment from 64/36 to 62/38 at the August 12! meeting. They are still
trying to determine the reason for the inconsistent results. It could have something to do
with a sampling error.

CSO REPORT - 2021 - Superintendent Hazelton reviewed some graphs from the State
report which showed that the numbers were trending down.

STORM SURGE STORAGE TANK - The cost apportionment for the storage tank
may be to our benefit as the discharge numbers change in the future. This project is 5
years out. The location would be the open lawn space off Lincoln Street. A 2 million
gallon storage tank is recommended. The next decision will be how to build the tank.

RATE INCREASE SCHEDULE - Superintendent Hazelton went over the Proposed
Schedule for the 2022 Rate Increase with an effective date of November 1, 2022.

WORKERS COMPENSATION FUND REBATE — The Sewer District received an
insurance dividend check in the amount of $3075 which is a direct result of the
employees working safely. The Water District also received a dividend check.
Superintendent Hazelton requested $1200 of the rebate to be used for an employee
recognition lunch sometime this Fall.

On motion of Charles Sheehan, seconded by Stephen Milks, it was unanimously voted:
To approve $1200 of the rebate check to be used for employee recognition with the
understanding that the Water District will do the same.

OLD BUSINESS

21 SOUTH GOFF STREET PROPERTY UPDATE - The tenants vacated the
premises on July 25", The Notice of Eviction was withdrawn. Asbestos is not an issue.
The demolition permit is in process. The demolition will be done in-house at the end of
the construction season.

INFRASTRUCTURE STUDY - We are waiting on an update from Wright-Pierce.

On motion of Stephen Milks, seconded by Charles Sheehan, it was unanimously
voted: To adjourn the meeting
